In the wake of the Christchurch earthquake, your Hunua, Ararimu, Paparimu Valley Resident’'s Association has
formed an Emergency Response Group working with Auckland Council Civil Defence to develop a Community
Response Plan for our 3 communities.

The Neighbourhood Response Plan is designed to assist the emergency services and to help the community to be
able to look after itself for up to 72 hours, during a significant emergency event.

The plan will include:

- hazards that our 3 communities are likely to face

- how we will communicate with you in an emergency and what you need to do;
- what to do if evacuation is necessary and possible evacuation points;

- local emergency contacts;

- local resources that can be used during an emergency.

We need your help to gather local information for the plan. We also need a good record of local skills and resources
that may be essential during an emergency. Could you please fill in and return the brief form on the back of this
letter?

Our Neighbourhood Support network provides vital service to this plan, so if you would like to be involved, please
complete this section also.

We appreciate the personal nature of the information that you may be supplying - please be assured that it
will be kept in strict confidence by Auckland Council Civil Defence and the Emergency Response Group.

It will only be referred to in the event of civil defence emergency, for example, when we need to identify
people at risk who need priority assistance, the information you've taken the time to provide could make all
the difference.
